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TEACHER REQUEST FORM
FEATURE FILMS/VIDEOS/DVD

Board policy IIABB requires building principal approval prior to showing a feature film/video/DVD to students in district classrooms.  Although the use of feature films should only be used on a very limited basis, the Board recognizes the showing of commercially produced and rated feature films and videos may have a legitimate instructional purpose in the classroom.  
A parent of students in grades K-5 must give prior consent before his/her child may view a film rated PG or PG-13.  A parent of students in grades 6-8 must give prior consent before his/her child may view a film rated PG-13.  A parent of students in grades 9-12 must give prior consent before his/her child may view a film rated R.  Films rated R may only be shown at grades 9-12.

Instructors are required to preview all film media before showing to students.  Parents should be provided the opportunity to preview a feature film/video/DVD, whenever possible.
